If the tube is Type B, please take the ballast and starter out of the light 

before installing. The operating temperature is -20 ° C + 40 ° C. 

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS: 

The T8 tube can only work with the matched voltage. 

Type B (ballast by-pass): To replace the traditional fluorescent tube, please reconnect the electric circuit. Please check the 

connection instruction image as follows: 

• Step 1: Turn off the power before installing.

This designation may be in 

the form of a statement pertaining to the ballast itself or may be combined with the marking for the lamps with 

which the ballast is intended to be used. For example, F40T12/IS. For more information, contact the LED luminaires 

retrofit kit manufacturer. 

• Installers should not disconnect existing wires from the lamp holder terminals to make new connections at lamp holder 

terminals. Instead, installers should cut the existing lamp holder leads away from the lamp holder and make new electrical 

connections to the lamp holder lead wires by employing applicable connectors.
